Melbourne, Australia, is home to the Shrine of
Remembrance, a war memorial honoring those who died
for their country.

It’s a beautiful place, with reminders of courage and
devotion, but the highlight of the shrine is a hall
containing a carved stone that simply reads, “Greater
Love Hath No Man”.

It is a
poignant tribute to those who gave their lives.

We honor the memory of those who paid the ultimate
price for freedom. Yet the words on the stone carry a far
greater meaning.

His death was not for freedom from political
tyranny but freedom from the penalty of sin. His death
was not just to give us a better life, but to give us eternal
life.
