It is good for $1,000.00 of coverage if in an 

accident going or coming from a Legion function 

or Post meeting or just doing something for your 

Legion Post, going to see a member in the 

Hospital, Nursing home, taking a fellow member to a VA 

appointment. If you don’t remember when you sent one in 

last, send a note to the Post attention to the Adjutant or call 

and leave a message where to send one. But remember this is 

only doing something for your Legion Post or Department if 

you are a Department Officer. 

   If you are not signed up for the VA Clinic here in 

Bloomington, I’ve talked to county service officer Larry Catt. 

They still have openings in the Clinic here. Since the new one 

in Vincennes opened up in October this year they have some 

that transferred there and now they can replace them with new 

Veterans that are not in the system. The Bloomington Clinic 

caps out around 3,000 Veterans in a 7 county area. All you 

need to do is take your DD 214 discharge papers and a list of 

the medicines you take with you when you first sign up. They 

then in a few days will set you up with an appointment to 

come in and see the doctor and get you set up in the clinic 

here. Also if you need to see our county service officer Larry 

Catt remember that you need to call for an appointment to see 

him. He does not do too many walk-ins. If you do go there you 

need to be prepared to get one. Also remember that on Fridays 

he has no walk-ins and will only have a phone message system 

in place to take your messages only. They try on Fridays to 

only work on all the previous days Veterans claims. This is the 

new process for his office that has helped him with his back 

log of trying to get the paperwork up to the regional VA office 

or one of the Veterans State Service Officers in the Federal 

Building. Till next month I sign off. Hope all will have a good 

holiday coming up. Remember to get your membership 

renewed before the first of the year.
