It’s an 

honor to . . . pay tribute to the everyday heroes that make 

up the armed forces.‖ 

   Jesus showed the importance of paying tribute. After a 

woman poured a costly, fragrant oil on His head, He said 

that she would be honored for years to come (Matt. 26:13). 

The disciples were indignant and thought her act was 

wasteful, but Jesus called it ―a good work‖ (v.10) for which 

she would be remembered.
